( jostens.com), paid for and completed by Sept. 15.

•	 Payment - make check payable to GWA and make sure to include senior yrbk page in the memo 
and your student’s name! You can turn it in to one of the ladies in the front office.

•	 An electronic version of the typed letter/message you want to include on the page (you can email 
it to me - ljones@gwa.com - or type it in a word or google doc that you share with me – I need to 
be able to copy and paste the words onto the page, so I need it in an electronic version). 

•	 Pictures that you want to include on the page (quality prints that I can scan or HIGH RESOLUTION 
digital images on a USB drive).

You will receive a proof from me for review when we complete the design.
